Documents and Forms I need  (forms BI-31 and BI-32, supplied by me)
1. Clear copies of both your ID Documents / Passports are required.
2. Clear copies of both witnesses ID Documents / Passports are required.
3. If either of you is divorced, a clear copy of the Final Decree of Divorce (Divorce Certificate) is required.
4. If either of you do not have a SA Identity Document, a form BI-31 (see attached) must be completed and signed. 
5. If either of you is a widower / widow, a clear copy of the Death Certificate is required.
6. If either of you is not a South African Citizen (ie: a foreigner and/or tourist), then a Form BI-31(see attached) and a copy of your Passport is required.
7. If either of you is under 18 years of age, a form BI-32 (see attached) is required. 

8. If the Bride is younger than 15 and / or the Groom is younger than 18, permission for the marriage is required from The Commissioner of Child Welfare.

I will need all this documentation at least one week BEFORE the date of your wedding.
NB: In the case of Non SA Citizens (ie: foreigners and/or tourists) getting married here in South Africa, these are the procedures: 
1. The marriage is conducted in the usual manner, using the standard SA Marriage Register BI-30 book. 
2. I will issue a valid Abridged Marriage Certificate for you.
3. You must fill in and sign the Declaration for the purpose of Marriage form BI-31.
4. I must fill in, on your behalf, the Application for Marriage form BI-130.
5. I attach all these documents (and others) at the South African Department of Home Affairs.
6. It will take approximately 4 months and then I will collect your Unabridged Certificate (Full Certificate) which I then take to the Cape Town Supreme Court and apply for an Apostelle Certificate.
7. Once I have these I’ll post them to your home address so that you can register your marriage in your own country.
How I work
1. Initial Communication via email / phone

There is no fee for the initial emails, correspondence and phone calls made between us, while you are deciding whether to use my services or not. Once we have confirmed that you’d like to make use of my services, a 50% deposit is payable to secure your booking with me. 
2. First Consultation
Once confirmed and your deposit is paid, we will arrange to meet to discuss Documentation, Registration Processes, The Ceremony, Marriage Certificates  and payments due. (a couple weeks before the wedding)
3. Documentation

During the last week leading up to your wedding, I will begin to fill in and complete the necessary forms and documents required by law. 
4. The Ceremony
At the Ceremony I will conduct a warm, heartfelt and special ceremony that’s tailor-made to your specifications. All necessary documents will be completed beforehand and the Marriage Register will be signed by you both and your two witnesses. Your Abridged Marriage Certificate will be completed and given to you afterwards. A wedding rehearsal can be arranged at an extra R300.
5. “Unabridged” Marriage Certificate - for Non SA Citizens – extra fee (for International  Marriage Registration)
This service is required for NON SA Citizens (foreigners / tourists) getting married in SA.  (an “Unabridged” certificate is a “Full” Marriage Certificate) Fees will be charged and used for payments made at Department of Home affairs, fees due at the Cape Town Supreme Court and International Courier costs. 
6. Optional Extras
a. Pre-Marital Counselling & Preparation.  
It’s worth noting that so far all the couples with whom I’ve done Pre-Marital Counselling and Preparation (since 1997) are still married! This is sure to give your the advantage of entering marriage with confidence after having spent time preparing on how to live with your future spouse. (Fee: negotiable)
b. Marriage Contracts through local Attorneys. 
I can help arrange a Marriage Contract through local Attorneys with whom I have experienced a very good service at a nominal fee. Great thing is you’ll only need to meet with them once, for about an hour, and sign etc. This will be preceded by you communicating with them via email and telephone, for more details on your contract options. Should you wish to use them, I’ll arrange this for you. You can choose between the following:
i. Ante Nuptial Contract
ii. Contract with exclusions
iii. Contract without exclusions
iv. .....and others
Terms and Conditions

1. Documentation Needed before your wedding: (1 week before)
For me to provide a decent service to you please provide me with all documentation I need, 1 week before your wedding day, at the very latest. 

i. From South African Citizens I need:

1. Clear copies of both partners’ ID books.

2. Photo Copies of the 2 witnesses’ ID books.

3. Photo Copies of any relevant Divorce Certificates.

4. A photo copy of your Marriage Contract, and /or a letter from your Attorneys, if applicable.

ii. From Non-SA Citizens I need:

1. Photo Copies of both partners passports.

2. Photo Copies of the 2 witnesses’ passports.

3. Photo Copies of any relevant Divorce Certificates.

4. Other relevant documents which I will provide, to be filled in by you.

2. Integrity and Honesty of all Information

a. It is entirely your responsibility, as the bridal couple, to provide honest and truthful information to the South African Department of Home Affairs. 

b. I will by no means take any responsibility for false or inaccurate information and or documents supplied to me.

3. Payment
a. I require a 50% deposit, to secure your booking with me. 
b. Upon payment of your deposit, you automatically agree to these Terms and Conditions.
c. The balance due is payable on or before your wedding day.
d. Travel will be added to the Basic Fee at R4 per kilometre.
e. Your Marriage Certificate will only be released to you once payment is done.
